Ghandi Is Dandy

Il Progresso, a leading New York newspaper, reported the other
day that Congress was balking at paying for arms for India. Many
Congressmen fear such aid will hurt Pakistan. What Il Progresso
left unsaid was that some Congressmen are against the arms
because they don’t want to hurt India.

Known collectively as the India Lobby, these Congressmen have
already won control of the Subcommittee for Non-Violent Action,
a new legislative body empowered to find ways and means to cut
military spending. The subcommittee has been holding hearings to
find out why we have been sending arms to India in the first place.
As the transcript of a recent executive session indicates, the
India Lobby has no sacred cows.

CHIEF COUNSEL: Before arms shipments were authorized, Mr.
Undersecretary, did the Defense Department bother to find out
what China wanted in India?

Do you know what the Indians did with
the arms your Department gave them?

COUNSEL: They threw them AT the Chinese. Does your Depart-
ment approve of that?

COUNSEL: The Chinese are starved for love. Since the Great
Leap Forward fell short, even their own leaders don’t love them
any more.

UNDERSEC: Life Magazine said they even tried to kill the
Indians.

COUNSEL: You always hurt the ones you love. Does your de-
partment know why the Chinese drove deeper into Indian territory?

UNDERSEC: To impress the Russians?

COUNSEL: Wrong. To find out where all that Indian love was
hidden. As soon as the Chinese realized their search for love was
hopeless, they stopped their advances, and called for a truce.

UNDERSEC: But who is going to make the Indians go out and
start wooing the Chinese?

COUNSEL : The Subcommittee feels this country has no business
meddling in Sino-Indian affairs. That's how we lost China. This is
a job for the people Nehru loves and trusts, the uncommitted
nations of Africa and Asia. The Afro-disiacs should remind Nehru
about what made India great.

Thinking the unthinkable is one ol the primary duties of the
American citizen. Just that phrase was used as the title of a book
by the well-known American philosopher, Herman Kahn. 1 have
consulted with several atomic behavioral scientists at the Rande
Corporation, who have been conducting experiments with rats on
the very problem.

Dear “'Grease Monkey Gus™:

Now don't get your dander up. Fear of nuclear war is very
real to children. In a pamphlet called “Children and Nuclear
War” put out by the National Institute for Mental Health, Dr.
Sibylle Escalona of the Albert Einstein College of Medicine, quotes
statements like that of a I4-year-old to his mother: “I guess I'm
not going to grow up after all.” Pessimistic children like this
one tend to believe that they have no future and give up trying.
It is up to their parents to reassure them. Parents should emphasize
the positive aspects of a nuclear war—i.c., freedom vs. slavery, our
superior missile strength, the effectiveness of fallout shelters, the
chances of survival. Although I realize that this is controversial,
[ am a firm believer in sex education in schools, because without it,
children, being naturally curious, tend to substitute unwholesome
fantasies for solid clinical knowledge. This principle should be
applied to civil defense; schools should teach Nuclear War, just
as they teach reading, writing, anti-Communism, and—in your
case, ““Grease Monkey Gus"”—carburetors and gaskets. If the facts
about nuclear war —and thanks to the efforts of such groups as the
Rande Corporation and Herman Kahn's Hudson Foundation we
have a lot of good solid knowledge in this area—were presented
to the kids dispassionately and objectively, their irrational fears
would thus be dispelled.

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Searc Photos Fail
To Show Thresher;
Navy Tells of Error

WASHINGTON, June 1—
The Navy shamefacedly sald
today that it had not defi-
nitely found the lost subma-
rine Thresher, contrary to an
announcement issued Thurs-
day night.

The Navy said that pictures
taken by research cameras
probing the floor of the ocean
near where the nuclear sub-
marine sank April 10 had not
“definitely” disclosed the hull,
as previously believed.

It is understood that the
pictures, taken by.cameras
dropped by cable from a re-
search ship, actually showed
the lead weight used at the
end of the cable to which the
cameras were tied.

It had been believed that
the pictures showed portions
of the Thresher's hull, of her
“sail,” of her diving plane, and
of a rupture in the hull.
